The Western Wards Church Network (WWCN) unites
in calling those Churches in the Western Wards which,
acknowledging Gods revelation in Christ, confess the
Lord Jesus Christ as God and Saviour according to the
Scriptures and, in obedience to God’s Will and in the
power of the Holy Spirit, commit themselves:

- to seek a deepening of their communion with Christ
and with one another in the Universal Church.
which is His body;

- to fulfil their mission to proclaim the Gospel by
common witness and service in the world

- to the Glory of the One God: Father, Son and Holy
Spirit.
AIMS / VISION (John 17: 20 -23)

Unity is not an optional extra for the Church, but
neither is it an end in itself.

A wave of support for the nurse
suspended for offering to pray for a
patient gathered pace yesterday as
medical and religious bodies rallied
behind her cause.

As health chaplains called for new
NHS guidelines over spiritual care,
the Christian Medical Fellowship said
Caroline Petrie's removal amounted
to 'religious discrimination'.

The Royal College of Nursing
promised to back her disciplinary
case.

Committed Christian Mrs Petrie, 45,
faces disciplinary action after being
accused of failing to show a
commitment to equality and diversity.
She could be sacked after asking an
elderly patient if she wanted her to
pray for her.

The patient, May Phippen, 79, was

trusts actually pay spiritual healers as
part of the care team.

The NHS Scotland guidance states
that 'while it is important that the
patient's right to confidentiality is
respected, it is also important to
ensure this does not result in a failure
to provide patients with the available
spiritual or religious care'.

Yesterday mother of two Mrs Petrie
said offering prayers was just her way
of saying 'get well soon'.

She said: 'l don't think I've done
anything wrong. | was just trying to let
a patient know that | was thinking of
them. It's just my way of saying get
well soon.'

Mrs Petrie said she has drawn
strength from her Christian faith since
the death of her mother from breast
cancer aged just 35, when she was

nurse she found it strange and it
might be upsetting or offensive to
others.

Reverend Mark Stobert, vice-president of the College of
Healthcare Chaplains, yesterday called for clearer
guidelines to help avoid a repeat of what happened to
the community nurse.

He said: 'lIt can be argued there's a spiritual aspect to all
types of care. We have been suggesting that a more
organised spiritual care framework is established in the
NHS in England. Such a system exists in Scotland and
Wales, and we would renew our calls for something
similar to be set up here too.

'It would mean individuals would be clearer about what
they can and cannot do.’'

Mrs Petrie, of Weston-super-Mare, North Somerset, is
being supported by the RCN in the case which has
been brought against her by the primary care trust for
which she works as a £10-an-hour supply nurse.

The Christian Medical Fellowship's general secretary
Peter Saunders said there were thousands of Christian
healthcare workers and those of other faiths for whom
prayer was a normal daily part of their lives.

He said: 'Suspension simply for inquiring about the
appropriateness of prayer is not only an act of religious
discrimination but will undermine the proper provision of
spiritual care in the NHS.

'Appropriate enquiries about patients' beliefs are an
essential part of whole person care without which a
comprehensive plan of care is less achievable.

'A sensitive inquiry as to whether a patient would value
prayer may well be an appropriate part of a medical
consultation especially in an NHS where some NHS
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'After my mother died | had a lot of
questions to ask,' she said. 'Going to church and
praying really helped me through it.'

Nine years ago, after a friend took her to a service at
Milton Baptist Church in Weston she and her husband
decided to become Baptists.

She said she started asking patients if they wanted her
to say a prayer for them about four years ago.

She said: 'l know the power of prayer. When anyone in
my family has a sore throat or a cold, or whatever, we
pray for them and it helps. | just wanted to share that.'

Three years ago she came up with the idea of giving out
prayer cards. She said: 'l was working on an acute ward
and it was very busy all the time.

"There was a lady there who told me she needed to go
back to church and she wanted me to pray for her but |
wasn't able to give as much time to her as | would like,
so | thought it would be nice to leave her a prayer card
to look at quietly on her own, and it went from there.’

She had the cards - featuring a ripple of water and the
prayer of salvation from the Gospel of St John - printed
up specially, but in November she was banned from
using them.

Mrs Petrie's husband Stewart, 48, a
telecommunications engineer, said: 'l can't help feeling
this could easily have been resolved by common
sense.'

The National Secular Society backed the suspension of

Mrs Petrie. The group, which represents the interests of
atheists, agnostics and other non-religious groups, said

it was inappropriate for health workers to 'evangelise'.



God is calling! by Martin

Recently | half watched a program about Comic Relief,
the way people give of their time to raise money to help
others both in this country and in Africa. | say half
watched, but in reality | was listening to it while doing
something else rather than watching. But God spoke so
clearly to me through it and yet at first | didn't know what
He was saying. | know that sounds Irish, and I'm not
being detrimental to the Irish, but hopefully you know
what | mean. | had no doubt that God had spoken but
what was He saying to me? At first | had no idea, | just
knew that something in that program that had only be a
noise in the background had spoken loud and clear to
me, but what was it?

As | thought and prayed about it certain parts of the
programme came flooding back. There was an African
woman who had started up some sort of support group
for women, like herself, who had been widowed through
the atrocities in Rwanda in 1994. Her group are helped
by Comic Relief and she said "its not that they support
us financially, its the fact that they have come over here
and are touched by what we have gone through, that
they care. Although other disasters may have reached
the headlines and become favourable or fashionable
they have continued to support us."

The other thing that struck me were the number of folk
that had been in Comic Relief for the long haul. You
may not like their humour, you may even find some of it
extremely offensive, many of them I'm sure aren't
Christians but that doesn't stop God using them. God
used Cyrus to fulfil Jeremiah's prophecy; 70 years of
captivity and then the Israelites return (2 Chronicles
36:22). You may have been offended when Billy
Connolly made fun of being taken to some remote part
of Africa in a tiny little planes piloted by born-again
Christians who, in his words, "prayed before they took off
in case they didn't land" and him saying "I'd rather go in
a big plane thank you very much", but he went!

I have no doubt what God is saying to me, two things.
One, and you can phrase it however you like, but we
have to be in it for the long haul and not get sidetracked
because something more exciting seems to be coming
up, lets call it perseverance. Two, just as he said to
Isaiah all those years ago "Whom shall | send? And who
will go for us?" | don't know where God is calling me to
go or what He has for me any more than Isaiah did, but |
know He is calling, | pray and hope that | will answer as
Isaiah did "Here | am. Send me!" Of course this call
could be for us and not just me.

"The Healing Power of Laughter”

One of the greatest stress relievers God has given us is
laughter. It not only makes us feel better, but it actually
releases healing throughout our system. When we
laugh, it restores and rejuvenates what the pressures of
life have taken out.

Proverbs 17:22 puts it like this, “A happy heart is like a
good medicine and a cheerful mind works healing.”
Notice, when we’re good-natured and full of joy, taking
time to laugh and play, it’s like taking a good medicine.
That’'s what helps us to stay healthy. People that laugh
regularly are 40% less likely to have a heart attack than
people that don’t laugh regularly. Laughter triggers the
right side of the brain, which helps release creativity and
helps us to make better decisions.
