Healing on the Streets - The Church has Left the Building!

Last week I visited Causeway Coast Vineyard (CCV), a 
church in Coleraine, Northern Ireland, for their outreach 
and evangelism conference entitled �The Church has left 
the Building�, and particularly their training in healing 
evangelism, �Healing on the Streets� (HOTS). HOTS was 
big news at this summer�s New Wine Christian conference, 
where HOTS director Mark Marx spoke about it, and a lot 
of healings took place there. I am delighted to say that a lot 
of healings took place in Coleraine over the past few days 
too. 

I believe that many healings took place that day (we were 
a big team and I was only present for about half of the 
outreach session, so it was impossible to get a complete 
overview of what happened). During the 3-year history of 
HOTS, some spectacular healings have taken place, one 
of them being in a lady who was unable to walk and was in 
a wheelchair, and had been driven 100 miles from the Irish 
Republic to receive prayer at HOTS� regular Saturday 
outreach. There was no sign of healing when she was 

prayed for, but during the journey she asked her husband 
to stop the car as she felt she would be able to walk. She 
then got out of the car and ran laps around it whilst her 
husband rejoiced. 

So what happened at HOTS was truly life-changing stuff. 
Above all, it works! It really underlined the point that we as 
Christians have authority to heal in Jesus� name, and that 
that authority is most effective when we go out from church 
to meet people where they are. 

The HOTS model is simple and straightforward. The team 
place a number of chairs on the street and invite people to 
come for prayer. They invite the presence of God and 
rebuke sickness and speak healing in Jesus� name. There 
is no shouting or even preaching; everything is discreet 
and sensitive in its approach. The results are plain: not 
only are there many healings but also many people believe 
in Jesus as Saviour, whether on the spot or after further 
healings or a period of enquiring about the Gospel.

Faith boldly goes
BIG PICTURE:
Daniel 2:15�16 1 Kings 18:16�40

FOCUS:
�At this, Daniel went in to the king and asked
for time, so that he might interpret the
dream for him.� (Dan. 2:16)

THE little church that we planted on a council estate in 
Peterborough was growing fast now; we had outgrown 
our rented premises. We considered the gigantic step 
of finding some land and building a church � and we 
found the perfect plot of land. The city council flatly 
turned down our application; the land was designated 
for other purposes. Nothing, they said, was available.
Undeterred, the lovely family that was our 
congregation gathered on the muddy building plot a 
few days later. It seems like madness now, but we 
marched around that land, calling upon God to 
overturn the decision so that we could build something 
that would serve the kingdom and the community. A 
few days later, the council announced a change of 
heart. They would sell us the land � as long as we 
were willing to buy it at a 75% discount. It seemed 
rude not to. Unlike Daniel, our praying presented us 
with no life-threat � but our boldness was 
nonetheless rewarded.

But Daniel exemplified boldness, risking his life by 
marching into the palace and requesting what the king 
had already denied the �wise 

men� � time to deliberate. He got what he asked for. 
Like Elijah, who walked in such wild faith, refusing to 
cower before the terrifying power of Ahab and 
Jezebel, Daniel went boldly in faith where nobody else 
would go. Then he put his neck on the line again, 
promising the king that an answer was on the way.

Faith takes risks, and commits itself to relying totally 
on God. Sometimes it pours barrels of water on the 
sacrifice and then waits for the fire to fall, or makes 
promises to a temperamental king. Taken any risks 
lately?

Prayer: Lord, grant me boldness, married with 
wisdom. Teach me to be willing to risk, when risk is 
what You are calling me to. Amen.

The planning permission we put in for development of 
the nursery has been rejected. Me and Adam both 
felt that we should have taken more of an active role 
in allowing God to be involved; as a result we have 
just spoken to Ian the managing director and arranged 
a time to invite people to come and pray over the site 
and he has agreed to share a bit about the 
situation. It will be next Thursday between 5:30 and 
6:30 with Ian sharing about the situation at 6pm.

I was very interested to know more about �Healing in 
the Streets� and so I attended all three of Mark�s 
seminars.  At the last seminar on Thursday 7 August 
2008, Mark said he was going to do a practical 
demonstration so that we could all see how we should 
carry out �Healing on the Streets�.

He placed a chair next to him at the front by the stage 
and asked if someone would like to volunteer to come 
forward to sit in the chair. He asked for a person who 
had one leg shorter than the other and who would like 
prayer for healing. I knew I had that problem and so I 
put up my hand and Mark �just happened� to choose 
me. (I have come to realize that nothing �just happens� 
in Christian life!)

As I sat in the chair, Mark asked for some ladies to 
volunteer to come forward to join him in praying for me; 
as we had been taught, it is the way for ladies to pray 
for ladies and men to pray for men. Mark asked me to 
sit well back in the chair sitting square (and I asked the 
ladies to check I was sitting square) and to stretch out 
my legs. As Mark was kneeling at my feet, he balanced 
the heels of my boots in his open hands and it could be 
seen clearly by those immediately around us and able 
to be filmed on the screens to all those in the marquee 
(around 200 � 300 people), that my left leg was a good 
1� shorter than the other. (I hadn�t realized it was that 
much!)

He asked me if I knew why my leg was shorter and I 
explained that about 16 years ago I had a riding 
accident when a horse reared over backwards and fell 
on me. (I had hit the road and the horse had landed 
right on top of me and had fractured my pelvis and 
since then I had had problems in the area of my left 
sacroiliac joint with constant back pain.  {I have had all 
the care that the medical profession can offer.} At the 
time, I realized I had been very fortunate that I had not 
been crippled or killed.)

Mark started to pray for me. Moments later, I was 
looking into his eyes when I was �hit� by something that 
made me gasp and at the same time I felt a pulling 
sensation (on the inside of my leg) at the point of my 
left sacroiliac joint and I thought Mark must be pulling 
the heel of my left boot very firmly. (Many of the people 
who had been at the seminar and who came to speak 
to me over the next two days, all confirmed that Mark

did not grasp my boot in any way. The video and 
photographs also prove this.)

To me, it all happened very fast. With that first pulling 
sensation, there was a jolt as my left leg grew (and I 
heard the gasps of the people watching). Then there 
were two 2 more pulling sensations with simultaneous 

jolts, as my left leg continued to grow. As I looked 
down, I couldn�t believe it as I saw that my left leg was 
suddenly the same length as my right leg! It was truly 
amazing! I couldn�t take it all in. Jesus had actually 
grown my left leg at least 1� there and then!!!

My body was shaking as I was filled with the Holy Spirit 
(I recognize the feeling). As I stood up from the chair, to 
people applauding and cheering and many crying in 
amazement at what Jesus had done, I realized that for 
the first time in over 16 years I had no pain in my back 
at the site of my left sacroiliac joint! I went back to my 
seat in a daze and then I realized that I couldn�t sit still 
and spent the rest of the seminar standing at the back 
quietly shaking!

Afterwards, as I went to join my husband for lunch, I 
realized that I was having to concentrate very hard on 
putting one leg in front of the other, as I felt very 
wobbly, rather like a toddler learning to walk � a bit like 
Bambi! By the following day, I had learnt to walk 
properly again. I did feel a lot of aches, which felt like 
muscles, tendons and ligaments being stretched, and I 
didn�t stop shaking with the Holy Spirit for two hours!

For the next 3 nights, I could only sleep on my back, 
because lying on my side caused too much stretch in 
my left leg, but every morning (even now, a week later) 
I wake with no pain where I have had it for over 16 
years!

Generally, I don�t do much exercise and I seem to have 
been given the message that I should walk every day 
for at least a week. Barring one day, I have done that 
and all the aches of the pulling sensations have eased 
considerably.

I keep thinking about what Jesus has done for me. It is 
so incredible � a real miracle!  When I look at the 
amateur video of what happened to me and also the 
three photos that one of the participants of the seminar 
has kindly sent me, I relive the whole experience and 
am completely bowled over.

Our church is a typical quiet village Anglican church, 
with a minimal congregation of mostly elderly people, 
none of whom talk about the Holy Spirit. Well, the 
Sunday after New Wine, I was up there telling them all 
about the reality of Jesus in our lives and I hope my 
testimony encouraged them in their faith. The church 
whose Village at New Wine we camped with, have 
asked me to give my testimony. I�m more than happy to 
give my testimony to anyone, as I�m sure it will serve to 
help lift the faith of believers (and perhaps make the 
unbelievers more curious).  

Praise Jesus!

What I find exciting is that Mark Marx and CCV are not 
hoarding the blessing; Mark travels Europe training teams 
to do this outreach and to carry out HOTS evangelism in 
their own towns. The training is simple and straightforward 
and can be done by any Christian. CCV intends to repeat 
the conference next year, and any churches or individuals 
who want to learn about HOTS and what happens when 

we do church outside the building can attend. .

So I hope you are encouraged by this. HOTS is one 
example of how a local church is changing the face of its 
town, and I hope that many more churches will catch this 
fire. I hope to be involved in this kind of outreach in the 
future and I hope that many of you will be inspired to look 
into it too.
