Faith and plodding (from Life with Lucas)

Daniel 5:1-31 2 Timothy 4:1-5
A cursory scan through the Bible could give the impression that faith is a non-
stop adventure; for biblical heroes like Daniel, surely thrills, spills and epic 
encounters with God graced their every day. We�re very wrong if that�s our 
thought. Look again and see that often many years would pass between 
significant events and even memorable meetings with God. In the meantime, 
there were long seasons of quiet, forgettable plodding.

For Daniel, 23 uneventful years have passed since the end of the last chapter. 
Nebuchadnezzar died years earlier, another man is on the throne � and for a 
couple of decades, nothing of note has happened for Daniel. He is about to step 
back onto the national centre stage once more � but don�t miss his 23-year lull.

Or perhaps it wasn�t a lull � it was just life. Walking in faith is mostly about daily 
faithfulness, the gradual and unexciting development of character, continuing to 
pray, hearing God speak at times, being available daily for Him to steer our 
steps, and just making good choices. Paul�s encouragement to young Timothy is 
easily summarised: keep going. In my life, months can pass without any major 
faith �adventures� or revelations from heaven. We must know this, lest we get a 
false impression about what being a Christian is. Plodding? It�s OK. Keep on 
trekking.
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Praying for Healing � Locks Heath Centre
As you will be aware we are being challenged about 
�Healing� and various things are running which are 
related to this challenge; we have the joint services 
with St Paul�s Church and a group is running looking at 
exploring healing.

At the last elder�s meeting it was agreed that that we, 
as a church, should go to the Locks Heath centre and 
pray for folk to be healed.  This is very much in it�s 
infancy and we need God�s guidance in it.  At the 
moment this is the idea and we would appreciate your 
prayers and comments

� There would be a large banner simply with the word 
�Healing� on it and about six chairs spread around in 
a circle.

� There would be literature but this would only be 

given to those who showed an interest, it�s not an 
outreach in the conventional way.

What we need:
� God�s grace and favour and the leading of His Spirit.
� Folk prepared to pray with whoever asks for prayer.
� People prepared to chat to whoever may be passing 

by.
� Prayer support for the team  - before, during and 

after the event.
� Favour of the centre management to allow us to do 

it.
