Regular activities

There are many views on baptism and
what it means. Whatever your
personal view maybe, one thing is
clear, Jesus says "believe and be
baptised". John the Baptist baptised
people in the river Jordan in full public
view. Exactly how it was done is not
stated but it would appear that it was
probably by total immersion, as the
Gospels talk of Jesus "went up out of
the water". So it seems unlikely that it
was by sprinkling water on Him. Of
course John's baptism was for the
repentance of sin and Jesus identified
with the human race by accepting
John's baptism even though He is
sinless. We see Nehemiah identifying
in the same way with his prayer of
confession in Nehemiah 1:5-11. there
is obviously something powerful about

identificational repentance and is
something we need to take onboard.
