Pharisees of being able to tell what the weather was
going to do but that they did not recognise the signs of
the times. | wonder, are we any different, do we
recognise that God is moving in these days?

As a church, we have had various prophecies over the
past year and ALL have spoken about us “GOING
OUT” in some way or another.

Often we are waiting for God to do something when the
reality is that He is waiting for us to move. When the
spies looked throughout the Promised Land they knew
that what they saw was good but they were frightened
to go in, because they knew they couldn’t do it on their
own. We can't do what God wants us to do without
Him and that is no different to anything God has ever
asked anyone one to do. We are happy doing things in
our own strength but concerned when we need to rely
on God to achieve what He wants.

The other thing is perseverance, we live in an age
when everything is instant, no longer are we prepared
to save up and do without until we can afford to buy it,
whatever it may be. The reason for the current

situation, is people wanting what they can't afford, now.

Brian Reid gave testimony last week of people turning
to Christ through the outreach at Hawthorn Court. That
is as a result of the faithfulness that Brian has put

into that outreach over the past year or so. Itis

equally in response to a word given to us as a church
in a house group over 15 years ago. You see, God

is faithful and will bring His will about, no matter how
long it takes us to get in line with it.

| have no doubt that God wants us to move forward
as a church but what does that mean to us as
individuals? | believe it will be different for each of
us, but whatever it means, one thing is sure, God
doesn’t want you to be where you are now, He wants
us all to move forward, to rely on Him but that
doesn’t mean we are waiting for God to move; it
means we are meeting God where He is to do His
will.

When the Israelites eventually crossed into the
Promised Land it was the priests that went ahead of
them carrying the Arc of the Covenant. As the
priests stood in the Jordan river it stopped flowing
and the Israelites were able to cross the Jordan on
dry land. In some ways that is what Brian is doing,
he is holding the Arc of the Covenant, the presence
of God, and those who join with him in the outreach
will be blessed in the same way by seeing God move
in even greater ways.

There will be and are others that are and will be
giving testimony of what they see God doing, maybe
through the “Treasure Hunting” that is to take place
next week. Look and listen and get on board with
what God is doing. He is giving us some wonderful
opportunities with the joint meetings held at St Paul’s

on Sunday evenings and every week numbers of folk
have been healed. This isn’t something that is
happening in some far off land, it's happening here and
now, don’t miss it!

In the Welsh revival of 1909 it is reported that there
were three elderly ladies who had been praying
faithfully for revival for years. When revival came to
their village someone said to go down to the chapel
and see what was happening. One of the women went
to the chapel and saw miners in their working clothes
and covered in grime crying and wailing; she returned
to the other two women and said, | don’t know what'’s
going on but it's not of God. You see, it wasn’t what
they expected and they missed out on what God was
doing. On her death bed she said to never dismiss
what is happening because it does fit in with your
criteria; she missed what God was doing in her day.

Often it is said we need to step out of the boat, the
reality is we need to rely on God. If you don’t need
God to help you do what you are doing it may well be
just good works. Each of us needs to be looking to
Jesus to take us to the next stage and that stage will be
different for each and every one of us. Will you cheer
me on as | step out in faith, you have before so please
do it again, but more importantly will you come with
me? Will you step into what God has for you and for
this church, so that we are truly the people of God.
