It plays a vital role in encouraging and strengthening the persecuted church and also awakening
churches in places where there is no persecution.

The focus of IDOP this year is praying for Christians in India. In August 2008, an unprecedented wave of violence
broke out against Christians in the state of Orissa, leaving at least 120 people dead and more than 50,000 displaced.

One year on, over 4,000 people are still living in refugee camps, unable to return to their homes for fear of further
violence. They need your prayers, your gifts, and your voice to speak out on their behalf.
