Often in life we don’t fully appreciate things until we loose them. The past couple of months | have realised what a
blessing Remix has been to my life, | can remember coming home every week saying that’s it I'm giving it up as |
faced various challenges and struggles and yet God kept me going. The odd weeks when | couldn’t make Remix
felt empty and | felt like | was missing out on what God was doing amongst us young people. It has been such a
blessing journeying in my faith with some amazing people.

Remix has been a place of fire literally! One time we had a candlelit evening with different places to pray, worship,
be creative, read the Bible etc. As | came out of an intimate time with God It was amazing to see a whole group of
young people all so engrossed in what was happening between them and God they hadn’t realised there was a
Bible on fire in front of them all.

Remix has always been a place of realising Gods power and learning to accept that part of our inheritance
through Jesus. | remember one night when | believe we had been praying into and speaking over different
situations. We felt God saying something along the lines of ‘your prayers were powerful and will shake the nation’.
It was awesome the next day to find out that at around the time we met there had been a minor earthquake.

Remix was actually named after ‘The Message Remix Bible’ In the first days of Remix a few of us had just bought
this Bible and probably for the first time ever actually found it enjoyable reading the Bible. Although we were never
great at studying the Bible at Remix It was always encouraging hearing different verses people had found helpful
and encouraging each other with verses we had read. One of my favourite verses was implanted on my heart at
Remix ‘these people honour me with words but their hearts are far from me’. | found it amazing more recently a
girl sharing at her baptism how a verse a friend shared at remix had changed her life around. We’re no great Bible
scholars but the impact of a verse learned, lived out, and shared has definitely been made clear to many of us.

As we have been blessed by different people coming and sharing at Remix it has been great to pass that on and
have opportunity to go out and bless other Christians and in recent years the impact of Remix has spread far
beyond our own walls.

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Prayer, praying and the Western Wards!

This is a copy of a letter sent to all the churches in the Western Wards

At the last Western Wards Church Network meeting | was asked if | would arrange a “Prayer event” for the Western
Wards Churches sometime in 2010, to which | agreed. This isn’t, however, about that event but it may turn out to be
a stepping stone towards it. There is something, or to be precise, a few things which are on my heart; one | am
personally involved with and the other two you could rightly say are nothing to do with me, that is unless you are a
Bible believing Christian which | am sure you are.

Basis

Jesus said “A new command | give you: Love one another. As | have loved you, so you must love one another. By
this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.” (John 13:34-35 NIV)

So often we hear these verses quoted and probably find it hard enough to love those in our own congregation, let
alone “those in that church up the road”. However, it isn’t an option, it is a command and yes, it does refer to “those
in that church up the road” as well as in our own expression of church. We are here to point the world and especially
the Western Wards to God; we will be known as disciples of Jesus - when we love one another.

In his first letter to the church in Corinth Paul talks about the church being like a body and in 1 Corinthians 12:15 “If
the foot should say, “Because | am not a hand, | do not belong to the body.” It would not for that reason cease to be
part of the body.” Often, when we think of the body of Christ, we think of our own expression of church and how folk
within it fit into that picture. The reality is that all the churches together make up the body of Christ and we need
each and every church to play its part and to know that they are a vital part in God’s plan for THE CHURCH.

Paul goes on to say “there should be no division in the body, but that its parts should have equal concern for each
other. If one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honoured, every part rejoices with it.”

Recently, Locks Heath Free Church spent a lot of time, effort and prayer looking at the possible purchase of the old
MFI site to use as new premises. Their reason for looking was because they believe that their present premises are
too small therefore limiting their ability to grow. The door to this purchase has been closed so they are left with the
problem of where to go from here. I'm sure they have ideas in mind but what | would like to see is the churches of
the Western Wards coming together as one and praying that God will open the right doors for Lock Heath Free
Church and that they will grow and be blessed.

You may think that as one of the largest churches in the Western Wards they can manage on their own but that
actually is not biblical as we have already seen. | am part of probably one of the smallest churches in the Western
Wards and long to see His Kingdom come and His will being done here as it is in heaven. Whether our churches
grow or shrink is in God’s hands but clearly we are called to love and support one another no matter how large or
small we may be.

My hope is to see the churches praying for Locks Heath Free Church and for Locks Heath Free Church to hear
clearly what God has for them. We can do it in the quiet of our own homes or in our own church prayer meetings or
we could meet together as the church in the Western Wards and pray together for them. If you are interested in
praying together then please do contact me and we can consider the best way forward.

Secondly, Whiteley Church. In many ways they appear to be isolated geographically but from a church perspective
they are part of the Western Wards and it would be lovely to see they integrated to a larger extent with the churches
of the Western wards. Like Locks Heath Free Church they too are looking at a building project and have had various
setbacks. Wouldn't it be great to see the churches of the western wards getting behind them in prayer praying for
blessing and encouragement for them?

The point, that is to do with me.

| mentioned earlier that there were a few items close to my heart; one other is “Healing on the Streets”. This is
something that started in Colerain Northern Ireland and has been picked up by countless churches across the British
Isles and wider. You may know that healing is something that St Paul’s and Warsash URC have been exploring
together for some time. In November a number of us attended a training weekend set up in Winchester and were
very excited by it. We would love to see this set up in our area and are exploring the practicalities of this. We would
value your prayers for this, both for the practical and the spiritual side. If it is something you would be interested in
taking part in then please do contact Sandy Matheson or myself.

| have no doubt that there are issues that you believe we should be praying for/about/into that have a bearing on
both “the church” in the Western Wards and the Western Wards itself. Hopefully, this will be like a small snowball
being rolled along the ground in the snow and will gather in size and momentum as it goes. Edmund Burke is quoted
as saying “Evil flourishes when good men do nothing.”
