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News from Emma 

Hello, 

I thought I would write you another update, seeing as I 
have been here for 7 weeks now. Following my 
previous letter I still have yet to go to church. Although I 
feel that I should be going to church I am also benefiting 
from spending time with members of the group and I 
have some good conversations with one of the guys 
who is very on fire for God. Of course I will keep trying 
to go to church even if it is just to visit one before I 
leave. 

I have just got back from the Kiruna trip I told you about 
last time. It was an amazing experience, however we 
did not get to see the Northern lights as the moon was 
shining too brightly. Thankfully it did not get down to -40 
but it was still quite cold reaching below -20. To reach 
the wilderness where we were staying the night we had 
to drive snow mobiles and also the dog sleds which was 
great fun and I would definitely recommend it to anyone. 
When we reached the camp it was then that we were 
told that we had been driving over the lake, this scared 
me a little as you could see the ice in some places. But 
to think that we were on a lake was exciting. 

The Ice Hotel was awesome; it was such an amazing 
site to see. We were also very lucky to go to the ice 
hotel this year as they are celebrating 20 years of Ice 
Hotels. The first part they showed us was the ice 
church. This was extraordinary, and people can actually 
get married there legally, which I think would be brave 
considering how cold it is here. I have plenty of pictures 
that I can show when I get home. 

Back a couple of weeks ago; we were introduced to 
some students from Hong Kong. This was a good 
experience once again, just socialising and helping 
them to feel welcome in the University for a week. They 
were all so talkative and kept asking me questions 
about Sweden and the USA that I could not answer, but 
it was fun week and helped me with talking to people I 
do not know. 

One day I went to a Swedish school to see how they 
work. It was great to see how different the schools here 
in Sweden are to those back home. The children are 
more independent and are left to get on with their work 
individually. I cannot wait until I can get into a school 
and teach the children here it is going to be such a 
different experience but one which will be very 
beneficial to my teaching career. 

This past month I have been busy with work and going 
out and having a good time with all my friends. It has 
been great as I really feel like home here and have got 
some really good friends that I can talk to and have a 
good time with. During this past month I have had a 
strong sense of God telling me not to worry about where 
my life is going as he always knows the direction of my 
life and although I cannot see into the distance he can. 
This has seriously helped me and has kept me looking 
forward and feeling excited about what the future may 
bring.
