‗ROBIN HOOD TAX‘ 
The United Reformed Church is in full support of the 
‗Robin Hood Tax‘ campaign launched in February by a 
broad coalition of domestic charities, aid agencies, 
unions, faith organisations and green groups and has 
become the first denomination to sign up to the 
campaign. 

The campaign is calling on the leaders of the UK‘s main 
political parties to support a global financial transaction 
tax on banks - of around 0.05% - to help repair damage 
caused by the global economic crisis, to protect public 
services at home, fight poverty abroad and help foot the 
bill for climate change environmental measures. 

Commenting on the moral imperative for such a tax, the 
Revd John Marsh, Moderator of the General Assembly 
of the United Reformed Church said: ―The human 
suffering caused by the global financial crisis has been 
immense and the impact on vulnerable households in 
the UK and abroad devastating. Whilst it cannot restore 
lost jobs and livelihoods, this global financial transaction 
tax will go a long way to restoring public trust in financial 
institutions by raising up to £250 billion a year to fund 
critical development programmes here and abroad. 

 

Lucas on Life   Mark 9:14-32 // James 5:16 

The last resort? 

It‘s a totally redundant saying that I admit I‘ve used 
myself. ‗There‘s not much that I can do but I can at least 
pray.‘ This prayer-as-a-last resort approach implies that 
prayer is a token rather than something substantial; that 
it is vague rather than solid. The phrase ‗on a wing and 
a prayer‘ suggests that prayer isn‘t much to put our 
hope in. 

The Bible teaches the very opposite. Praying that 
comes from the righteous is powerful and effective‘, 
thunders James (James 5:16). The word James uses 
means ‗potency, power waiting to be released‘. It refers 
to something that is hidden, untapped. Prayer may look 
innocuous but don‘t he fooled: there‘s dynamic power 
here. Prayer is explosive. 

In yet another episode when the disciples of Jesus 
show how much they had to learn, when they are 
unable to set a boy free from the demons that controlled 
him, Jesus similarly teaches that prayer Is ballistic 
missile, lot not a toy popgun. Asked privately by His 
disciples about their spiritual impotence, Jesus delivers 
the verdict: ‗This kind can come out only by 
prayer' (Mark 9:29). Prayer might not be the only thing 
we can do. 

But it‘s never the least that we can do. 

 

Fathers WITH POWER Vs. 
 Teachers WITH ONLY WORDS

1 Corinthians 4:18-20 Now some are puffed up, as 
though I were not coming to you.  But I will come to you 
shortly, if the Lord wills, and I will know, not the word of 
those who are puffed up, but the power. For the 
kingdom of God is not in word but in power.  

PAUL is concerned about the puffed-up condition of his 
spiritual children. He makes his point by contrasting 
faithfulness and pride, which he defined as ―puffed up‖ 
Paul does not want them to be tricked by the theories of 
good public speakers. Personal charisma is often 
valued more by the church than either anointing or truth. 
People of little character can often have positions of 
leadership in the church if they have personality. Paul 
found this particularly troubling.

He had worked hard to bring the Corinthians into the 
faith. He had chosen not to ―wow‖ them with what he 
knew. In fact, he led them to an encounter with the God 
of all power who would become the anchor of their faith. 
(See 1 Cor. 2:1-5.) But now the sermonizers had come 
on the scene. Paul‘s answer was to send them 
someone just like himself—Timothy. They needed a 
reminder of what their spiritual father was like. This 
would help them to recalibrate their value system to 
imitate people of substance, who are also people of 
power! 

Paul makes a stunning statement clarifying the right 
choice. He said, ―The Kingdom of God is not in word but 
in power‖ (1 Cor. 4:20). The original language puts it 
like this—‖The Kingdom of God is not in logos but in 
dunamis.‖ Apparently they had a lot of teachers who 
were good at speaking many words, but displayed little 
power. They did not follow the pattern that Jesus set for 
them. Dunamis is ―the power of God displayed and 
imparted in a Holy Spirit outpouring.‖ That is the 
kingdom!
