One of the team members is a nurse so he
will be checking on the children and any problems with
illness in the village he is also going to teach first aid to
the teachers and the children.

School work desperate times for James town
Krokorshwe school is going extremely well with the a
marked difference in the children, however, James town
school is really struggling with funding, our sponsorship
for this school only covers half of the expenditure that is
needed, the other half of the money was previously met
by another charity, however, they have now pulled out
of funding James town to concentrate on the
orphanage. The biggest problem at the moment is the
rent for the James town school which has to be paid 6
months in advance at £150 per month. If you are a
James town sponsor it is likely your child is

now attending senior level and farm4life through
Rescue Aid Mission Ghana are of course still covering
these children’s education, many of them are doing so
well with their studies there is high expectations. This
however, does mean that not so much funding is going
to James town if you know of anyone else who may be
interested in sponsoring please let me know, or perhaps
you belong to an organisation who would be interested
in the projects.

1 Corinthians 14:1 Follow the way of love and eagerly
desire the spiritual gifts, especially the gift of prophecy.

At some point we must believe in a God who is big
enough to keep us safe in our quest for more of Him.
Practically speaking, many Christian’s devil is bigger
than their God. How could a created, fallen being ever
be compared with the infinite Lord of glory? It's an issue
of trust. If | focus on my need to protect myself from
deception, | will always be overwhelmingly aware of the
power of the devil. If my heart is completely turned to
the One who is “able to keep me from falling’ (See Jude
24-25.) He is the only One | become impressed with.
My life reflects what | see with my heart.

So how do we walk in the power of God? First, we must
pursue Him. The life of power is a life of abiding in
Christ, (staying plugged into our power source). The
hunger for the demonstration of power must not be
separated from our passion for Him. But realize this, our
hunger for Him in part must be seen in our lustful
pursuit of spiritual gifts (1 Cor. 14:1). That is His
command!

In this endeavour | must passionately desire life-
changing encounters with God, over and over again. |
must cry out day and night for them... and be specific. |
must be willing to travel to get what | need.
