Emergency Nigeria Appeal

Please help Christians persecuted in Nigeria — They need your support... and your prayers
You may have heard about the massacre of Christians in the national media. Your brothers and sisters in Nigeria
need your help now.

On 7 March Muslim  Fulani herdsmen attacked three Christian villages near Jos. Hundreds were killed and
75 homes were destroyed. Families are mourning the loss of loved ones.

On 17 March attackers killed 13 more people, including seven women and four
children, in the small Christian village of Byie.

Open Doors co-workers on the scene report, "It was an extraordinarily disturbing
scene. Most of the murdered were women and children, killed by Muslim neighbours
who wielded machetes. One group of 65 bodies we saw included only nine men. The
rest were all women and children."

"Persecuted Christians in the Jos area need our support and prayers," says Open
Doors CEO Eddie Lyle. "Open Doors is committed to long-term rebuilding of Christian
communities through holistic care. We need your help to provide urgently needed
medical supplies, food and shelter for those on the frontlines where faith costs the
most."”

e That God would protect Christians living in Jos, many
of whom have lost friends and family, and that they
would experience God's peace and provision

e For an end to the cycle of violence that plagues the
area. Pray that Christian leaders such as Archbishop
Benjamin Kwashi would preach a message of love
and forgiveness between the different ethnic and
religious communities

e That the Government and security forces would
respond decisively and put in place measures to
protect Christians and bring about long-term peace.

Poverty Over: what you can do to end
global poverty during the UK General Election
campaign?

In 2000, the world’s leaders agreed the Millennium
Development Goals, pledging to halve extreme poverty
by 2015.Ten years on, that pledge is far from being
fulfilled. A billion people — one sixth of the world’s
population — still do not have enough food to eat. A
similar number have no access to safe drinking water.

In order to end world poverty once and for all, our
politicians need to challenge the causes of poverty and
not just the symptoms. This is the core message
Christian Aid will convey to candidates during our
General Election campaign.

Because many Members of Parliament are stepping
down at the election, a large proportion of candidates
will be new to parliamentary politics. Some may never
have given world poverty much thought. It is therefore
even more important that our message gets through to
candidates at this election.

In your local constituency, we would like you to help us
highlight two causes of poverty that we want the future
government to tackle urgently.

¢ Climate change is already killing 300,000 people a
year in poor countries. Given that the United Nations
failed to deliver a fair, ambitious and legally binding
deal at last year's Copenhagen climate talks, this has
to be a key election issue and politicians must act
before it is too late.

e Tax dodging denies poor countries at least US$160
billion a year which they could be using to lift their
citizens out of poverty. US$160 billion is one and a
half times the amount poor countries receive in aid.

Think what a difference it could make if MPs entered the
new parliament already well briefed on the need to
tackle the major causes of world poverty. The knock-on
effect on future policy decisions could be tangible.
Please help us get the message across in your
constituency.

Christian Aid supporter

1. Write to, email, or even better, arrange a meeting or
hustings with the prospective parliamentary
candidates in your constituency. You could do this as
an individual or as a member of a church or group.

How do | do this?

e To check the name of your constituency, go to
www.theyworkforyou.com and type in your postcode.
Alternatively, call 020 7219 4272.

e To find out who the candidates are in your
constituency, go to www.ukpollingreport.co.uk/guide
(Click ‘seats a-z', then click on your constituency).

e To contact your candidates, either do a Google
search for their names or look for prospective
parliamentary candidates on the relevant party’s
website.

Questions to ask your candidates
¢ Ask them what they will do, if elected, to tackle the
causes of world poverty.

e Ask them what they will do specifically to deal with
two key causes — climate change and tax dodging.

More detailed points you could make

CUMATE CHANGE

Following the disappointing outcome at Copenhagen,
the next UN meeting on climate change is likely to occur
during or shortly after the General Election. Ask your
candidates what their parties will do to ensure that:

¢ the UN strengthens proposals currently on the table
and transforms these into a legally binding treaty.

¢ rich countries, including the UK, listen to the
concerns of developing countries and demonstrate
the leadership and commitment required to secure
fair, ambitious and binding action on climate change.

TAX DODGING AND TAX SECRECY

The best way to ensure poor countries can collect taxes

due to them is to end tax secrecy and promote more

transparency. Ask your candidates what their parties will
do to ensure that:

e anew international accounting standard is
introduced, requiring multinational companies to
report on their profits made and taxes paid in every
country in which they operate. This would make it
easier for developing countries to detect tax dodging.

e a multilateral agreement is reached for the automatic
exchange of information between different tax
jurisdictions. This would help developing countries
(and the UK) pursue companies and individuals using
tax havens to dodge tax.
