This is the next instalment about my travels in Sweden. |
have now been here for 2 and half months which means
| am now half way through my time in Sweden. It's scary
to think that in 11 weeks time | will be back in England
with my family and friends, but it is also exciting to come
back and hear about what has been going on in people’s
lives.

This past month has not been very busy for me. |
passed my first course here and waiting to hear back
from the University to see if | passed the exam for the
second course. | start my third and final course on
Tuesday 6th April for 10 weeks, 4 of which | am in a
school placement. | recently found out that | have been
placed in a class with 6 year olds. This | think will be my
biggest challenge ahead as children in Sweden do not
start learning English until they are 9/10 years old. But
I'll have a go and I’'m sure it will all be a good
experience.

A couple of weeks ago Catherine came to visit me for 5
days. This was so good for me as | had someone
different to talk to and she was able to bring me some
DVD'’s to watch. | went and picked her up from
Copenhagen and we spent the afternoon in Malmg,
before coming back to my place. It was a great
afternoon and the sun was shining. In June my brother
Matt is coming to visit just a week before | come home,
but it will be good to spend time with him, and he can
take some of my things home which is an added bonus.

The main thing that has happened this month is going to
church. | have been for three weeks with an American
guy from the course and each week another member of
the course has joined us. The service is all in Swedish
but they have a translator for all the people speaking
English, which is good enough for me. The songs are
again all in Swedish but | have recognised many of them
so have joined in but in English, sometimes switching to
Swedish for simple words. This week for Easter they are
having baptisms so | will be going, but | will be alone as
all the Americans are going to Greece. The church
reminds me of the Free Church except there are many
more people here, and for the Sunday school they have
a person dressed in a lion suit, it made me jump the first
time | saw it.

As you can see | haven’t had much going on this month.
But one thing that has been highlighted within my life
since attending the Swedish Church is: How important is
God in my life? It has seriously made me re-evaluate my
life, what | do and why | do it. This has been my main
challenge and | ask you all to think about how important
God is to you and make a decision as to whether you
really want to follow him or not. | am not going to lie that
since | have been here in Sweden | have drifted further
away from God, sometimes acting in ways | don't like.
However through returning back to God | have been
able to start being me again and living for God and not
myself or other people. After all it should be for God that
we live, and there is no hiding from him.

God's covenant promise. "l will be with you." has
always been linked to mankind's need for courage to
face the impossible. There is no question that the
presence of God is what brings us great comfort and
peace. But the presence of God was always promised
to His chosen ones to give them assurance in the face of
less than favourable circumstances.

He is the great treasure of mankind. He always will be. It
is this revelation that enabled the revolutionary exploits
of the apostle Paul. It's what strengthened a king named
David to risk his life in order to transform the system of
sacrifice and worship. Moses needed this assurance as
the man who was sent to face Pharaoh and his demon
possessed magicians. They all needed incredible
confidence to fulfil their callings.

The Great Commission provides more interesting
reading for those who remember what kind of men God
was giving His charge to—greedy, prideful, angry, and
self-centred. Yet Jesus called them to change the world.
What was the one word of assurance that He gave them
before departing from sight? “I will be with you always. .
.. (See Matt. 28:19-2 1.)

We know that such a promise is given to everyone who
calls on the name of the Lord for salvation. But why do
some walk with a greater sense of God’s presence than
others? Some people place high value on the presence
of God, and others don’t. The ones who do enjoy
fellowship throughout their day with the Holy Spirit are
extremely conscious of how He feels about their words,
attitudes, and activities. The thought of grieving Him
brings great sorrow. It’s their passion to give Him pre-
eminence in everything. That passion brings that
believer into a supernatural life—one with the constant
activity of the Holy Spirit working through them.

THE PEOPLE'S PREACHER

Charles Haddon Spurgeon
was converted to
Christianity on a freezing
night in 1850 in a chapel in
Artillery Street, Colchester
— a church that was much
later to be led by Selwyn
Hughes. Spurgeon went on
to become the most famous
and most popular preacher
of the Victorian age. By his
early twenties he was a preaching sensation, with his
thoroughly biblical, down—to— earth and dynamic
gospel preaching appealing to the masses.

He also became a prolific and popular author — his
sermons were printed and circulated around the world
and a minister devoted to prayer. More than a thousand
people regularly at tended prayer meetings at
Spurgeon’s famous Metropolitan Tabernacle in London.

Spurgeon longed to see Christ's Church expand and
thrive and was involved in the establishing of 187 Baptist
churches, much of this being possible through the fruits
of the Pastors College he founded.

Spurgeon's integrity and generosity burned like a
beacon. He was a man who loved deeply and was
deeply loved. Strip away the fame and achievement,
ignore the transcripts of his sermons, and he was still a
remarkable Christian.

His death in 1892 was met with grief around the world.
Tens of thousands attended memorial services,
including hundreds of children from the Stockwell
orphanage to whom he had distributed pennies every
year on Christmas morning.

The Brookfield prayer group was formed; parents and
teachers met monthly and would pray for pupils, staff the
school. Still we could not get any church input into the
school.

Then there was a “Sowing Seeds Week”, when a
number of churches from the area came together to pray
for and into the area. We prayed for God'’s favour to be
upon us so that we could pray in Brookfield School.

That same day Mr Brown, the then headmaster, asked
Toni Moseley, one of the Christian Teachers, if there
was anything she wanted; she asked “can we come and
pray in the school”’, he agreed. A number of us prayed
around the perimeter of the school while others went
inside and prayed prayers of repentance between staff
and parents and asked for God’s blessing to be upon the
school.

Today, at least four churches in the area have regular
input into the school, and there are a number of
Christians on the board of governors including the chair
Carol Allington from St Paul’s and now our own Steve
Frosdick. We have so much to thank God for answered
prayer but equally it is important that we continue to pray
for Brookfield school.
