Report from Plymouth and
lvybridge

We were very encouraged to hear
of four people we had recently
prayed for at Healing on the Streets:

One of our team members did have
a shadow on her lungs which
seemed potentially very serious. We
prayed for her on 12

December. The shadow has now
totally gone and she testifies that
God has healed her!

Another of our team members had a
chronic shoulder problem. We
prayed with her on 31 October. We
heard today that she has had full
movement in her shoulder since.

On 5 December we prayed by proxy
for a girl with a large tumour on her
pancreas and spleen. This has now
been removed surgically, but
incredibly it was totally benign,
something that is extremely rare for
such tumours.

Also on 5 December we prayed by
proxy for a lady with a blocked ear
problem and this is now healed.

The week before Christmas (19th)
we prayed for my brother by proxy,
who is a Christian. He was covered
in a rash which was very painful.
The only thing that soothed it was a
cold bath. He could not stand
anything touching his skin. The
doctors, at first told him it was blood
poisoning. They started treating him
for that but it did not help. He went
back to the hospital where they did
many tests and told him to go back
for the results on the 21st
December. He was seen by two
consultants who said that the tests
were inconclusive and that they
were baffled as to what was wrong
with him. They did more tests and
took his blood pressure. They saw
his bible on the table and said to
him that the reason he was alive
was because of his faith. His blood
pressure was 220 over 80. They
said that his heart should have burst
with the pressure and were amazed
that he was sitting there talking to
them - he should be dead!!! They
said that they would not admit him
to hospital (as they thought they
should) as he said he felt fine. They

gave him a number to call in case
he felt at all unwell, but failing that,
to come back for the results of the
new tests on 6th January.

He texted me on Christmas day as
on Christmas Eve he had been in
great pain in his ankles and could
hardly walk. Christmas day he said
that all the rash had gone, his skin
was smooth and no itching or
swelling of his joints!!! He gives God
all the glory!

We started greatly encouraged by
healings or possible healings in
relation to three people who been
prayed for by proxy: a very poorly
new born baby, a teenage girl with
an ovarian cyst (prayed for by one
of the HOTS team) and a young
female who was having sudden eye
disturbances, found to have less
than half peripheral vision in her
eyes with an inflamed optical nerve
in one and a lump in the other. We
have heard that the baby has made
incredible progress (indeed she is
now out of hospital), the teenager's
cyst has disappeared and the young
female's peripheral vision is now
practically normal, the optic nerve is
no longer inflamed and the lump
has gone (much to the amazement
of her consultant).
