In the summer of 2006, several 
churches in the Western Wards 
launched 'Boomerang', a holiday 
club for children aged 0-11 years. 
We were fortunate to have 200 
children attending in 2006, and 
by 2009, this number has grown to 
over 500 children. Boomerang has 
enabled us to build better 
links into the community as well as 
strengthen relationships we have 
with children from local 
schools. 
  
Boomerang 2010 will be coming to 
the Western Wards again this year, 
and will take place each 
morning from Monday 26th July - 
Friday 30thJuly, including a family 
fun night on the Friday. The 
holiday club, now in its fifth year, is 
being held across 3 venues again- 
St Anthony's School, Locks 
Heath Free Church and St John's 
School. The cost of Boomerang is 
just £5 per child - a really 
affordable summer holiday activity. 
Every child in each of the local 
primary schools will be invited to 
Boomerang- advertising is being 
done through assemblies at the 
local schools, and by giving each 
child an application form for 
Boomerang. 
  
We are so grateful for the 
opportunities we have had to 
advertise Boomerang in your church 
over 
the past few years- to attract both 
children and volunteers. Boomerang 
relies on a huge volunteer 
force from the various churches in 
the Western Wards to support this 
amazing venture. 
  
In order to keep costs for families 
low (just £5 per child), Boomerang 
also relies on the financial 
support from local churches to 
resource the teams and venues 
caring for an expected 600+ 
children. lf your church is able to 
support Boomerang in this way, we 
would be very grateful. Please 
contact me on the number below for 
more details.

Here is my 4th and final update 
from Sweden. 

This is my last update while I am in 
Sweden as I will be home in 4 
weeks and can talk to people 
personally. Again the past month 
has not been very busy but it has 
been a good one. 

Firstly I went on a student cruise to 
Tallinn in Estonia for a couple of 
days. It was amazing! Tallinn is 
such a beautiful place, if you get the 
chance you should go. 
Unfortunately I went when I had a 
compulsory class but I get to do 
some work to make up for it, 
thankfully I‘m not the only one. It 
was definitely worth it. 

The third course that I have had is

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all about special needs. It has been 
very interesting and will help me 
when I am finally a qualified 
teacher. The teachers have been 
very supportive, a tutor from back 
home even came out for a month to 
teach and catch up with the 
students from Chichester. It was 
great to have contact with someone 
from back home. 

For the past two weeks I have been 
on my school placement. This has 
got to be the best part of my time in 
Sweden. Seeing the differences has 
definitely made me evaluate our 
education system and which one is 
actually best. The children in my 
class know very little English but will 
say hello and tell me their name. 
The teacher is very supportive and 
helps the children and myself to 
communicate. I made a power point 
presentation to show the children 
where I live and a little bit about me. 
They were very interested and 
asked me many questions. After I 
had done this presentation, the 
children were more willing to come 
and talk to me, in Swedish mind 
you. But I am enjoying it so much. 

This school placement although it is 
challenging is well worth the 
experience and I am grateful that I 
have been given this opportunity. I 
have an observation teaching on 
24th May but it will be good as I 
have been working with the children 
for a few weeks and know what they 
are capable of and what I can do 
that the language barrier does not 
affect too much.

OF WAR 
 
2 Chronicles 20 15—He said Listen, 
King Jehoshaphat and all who live 
in Judah and Jerusalem‘ This is 
what the Lord says to you Do not be 
afraid or discouraged because of 
this vast army. For the battle is not 
yours, but God‘s.‖ 

BOOK QUOTE: When Heaven 
Invades Earth [Chapter 14] by Bill 
Johnson 

SPIRITUAL warfare is unavoidable, 
and ignoring this subject won‘t 
make it go away. Therefore, we 
must learn to battle with 
supernatural authority! The 
following principles are often 
overlooked insights: 

1. ―Then it came to pass, when 
Pharaoh had let the people go, 
that God did not lead them by 
way of the land of the 
Philistines, although that was 
near; for God said, ―Lest 
perhaps the people change their 
minds when they see war, and 
return to Egypt‖ (Exod. 13:17).  
God is mindful of what we can 
handle in our present state. He 
leads us only into a battle we 
are prepared to win.   The safest 
place in this war is obedience. 
In the centre of His will, we face 
only the situations we are 
equipped to win. Outside of the 
centre is where many Christians 
fall, facing undue pressures that 
are self-inflicted. 

2. ―You prepare a table before me 
in the presence of my 
enemies‖ (Ps. 23:5).  God is in 
no way intimidated by the devil‘s 
antics. In fact, God wants 
fellowship with us right before 
the devil‘s eyes. Intimacy with 
God is our strong suit. Never 
allow anything to distract you 
from this point of strength. 
Choosing a warfare intense 
mentality causes us to depart 
from joy and intimacy with God. 

3. ―. . . in no way alarmed by your 
opponents—which is a sign of 
destruction for them, but of 
salvation for you, and that too, 
from God‖ (Phil. 1:28 NASB).  
When we refuse fear, the 
enemy becomes terrified. A 
confident heart is a sure sign of 
his ultimate destruction and our 
present victory! Do not fear—
ever. Return to the promises of 
God, spend time with people of 
faith, and encourage one 
another with the testimonies of 
the Lord. Praise God for who He 
is until fear no longer knocks at 
the door. 

4. ―Therefore submit to God. 
Resist the devil and he will flee 
from you‖ (James 4:7).  
Submission is the key to 
personal triumph. Our main 
battle in spiritual warfare is not 

against the devil, It is against 
the flesh.  Coming into 
subjection puts the resources of 
heaven at our disposal for 
enduring victory. 

5. ―... and the gates of hell shall 
not prevail against it‖ [the 
Church] (Matt. 16:18 KJV).  The 
Church is on the attack. That‘s 
why it‘s the gates of hell, the 
place of demonic government 
and strength, will not prevail 
against the Church. 

6. ―He increased His people 
greatly, and made them 
stronger than their enemies. He 
turned their heart to hate His 
people, to deal craftily with His 
servants‖ (Ps. 105:24-25).  God 
makes us strong, and then He 
stirs up the devil‘s hatred 
towards us. Why? It is because 
He likes to see the devil 
defeated by those who are 
made in His image. 

7. ―let the inhabitants of Sela sing 
aloud. He will arouse His zeal 
like a man of war. He will shout, 
yes, He will raise a war cry.  He 
will prevail against His 
enemies‖ (Isa. 42:11,13 NASB).  
Praise honours God. But it also 
edifies us and destroys the 
powers of hell!  

It‘s amazing to think that I can 
praise Him and have Him say that I 
am a mighty man of valour. He 
destroyed the powers of hell on my 
behalf and gave me the ‗points‘ for 
the victory. 

We were born in a war. There are 
no time outs, no vacations, no 
leaves of absence. The safest place 
is in the centre of God‘s will, which 
is the place of deep intimacy There 
He allows only the battles to come 
our way that we are equipped to 
win.
