BOOK QUOTE: When Heaven Invades Earth [Chapter 
12) by Bill Johnson 

Psalm 63:2 I Have seen You in the sanctuary and 
beheld Your power and Your glory. 

SIGNS are realities that point to a greater reality. If He is 
giving us signs, who are we to say they are 
unimportant? Many react to this because they fear sign 
worship. While their reasoning may he noble in intent, it 
is foolish to think I can carry out my assignment from 
God and ignore God’s personal notes along the way.  In 
the natural, we use signs to help us find a city, a 
particular restaurant, or a place of business.  In the 
same way, signs and wonders are a natural part of the 
Kingdom of God.  They are the normal way to get us 
from where we are to where we need to be.  That is their 
purpose.  Had the wise men not followed the star they 
would have had to be content reading about the 
experiences of others.  I am not.  There’s a difference 
between worshiping signs and following  signs.  The first 
is forbidden; the latter is essential.  When we follow His 
signs to the greater depths in God, His signs follow us in 
greater measure for the sake of mankind. 

Power has little pleasure if there is no intimate 

relationship with God.  But that comment is often 
religious in nature.  Someone who has a passion for the 
power and glory of God intimidates those who don’t.  My 
hunger for His power is only surpassed by my desire for 
Him.  It’s been my pursuit of Him that has led me to his 
passion for an authentic gospel. 

Something happened in me that won’t let me accept a 
gospel that isn't backed with signs and wonders.  Is it 
because I have caught a revelation of miracles on the 
earth?  No!  It caught me.  I have discovered there isn’t 
any lasting satisfaction in life apart from expressions of 
faith.
