It's amazing what happens when the church leaves the
building and begins to give away what God has given it.
Healing On The Streets (HOTS) is simply ordinary
Christians from different Western Wards churches
praying for peoples’ healing in the Locks Heath Centre.

The HOTS model is a simple, but beautiful way, to reach
out to the lost and hurting on the streets of our locality.

It enables us to connect with our community regularly,
powerfully expressing God'’s love in the market place,
whatever the weather. We simply invite people to sit on
chairs so we can pray for them.

This gentle ministry works within a loving, and
compassionate environment, full of the presence and
power of God. Itis marked by a true sense of peace.
Stillness falls; passers-by begin to slow and stop, as the
presence of God draws their hearts...

Over time we build relationships, creating stepping
stones for people to come to Jesus, and be healed along
the way.

We have a training day on Saturday the 26™ June at
Warsash URC 9:30am - 5:00pm. The main teaching will
be by Ewen Huffman pastor of Winchester Baptist
Church where with other churches from the city they
have been doing HOTS for a number of years. Do come
along; be encouraged as you hear about what God is
doing.

Our identity in this world

By Bill Johnson - BOOK QUOTE: When Heaven
Invades Earth (Chapter 13)

2 Corinthians 4 6—For God, who said, “Let light shine
out of darkness," made His light shine in our hearts to
give us the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in
the face of Christ.

Jesus was the suffering servant, headed for the cross.
But Jesus is triumphantly resurrected, ascended, and
glorified. In the Revelation of Jesus Christ, John
described Him in this way: "His head and hair were
white like wool, as white as snow, and His eyes like a
flame of fire; His feet were like fine brass, as if refined in
a furnace, and His voice as the sound of many

waters” (Rev. 1:14-15).

The “as He is, so are we” declaration is far beyond what
any of us could have imagined; especially in light of the
glorified description of Jesus in Revelation 1. Yet, the
Holy Spirit was sent specifically for this purpose that we
might attain to the measure of the stature of the fullness
of Christ” (Eph. 4:13).

The Holy Spirit came with the ultimate assignment at the
perfect time. During Jesus’ ministry, it was said, "The
Holy Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus was not yet
glorified (John 7:39). The Holy Spirit comforts us, gives
us gifts, reminds us of what Jesus has said, and clothes
us with power. But He does all this to make us like
Jesus. That is His primary mission. So why didn’t the
Father send Him until Jesus was glorified? Because
without Jesus in His glorified state there was no
heavenly model of what we were to become! As a
sculptor looks at a model and fashions the clay into its
likeness, so the Holy Spirit looks to the glorified Son and
shapes us into His image. As He is, so are we in this
world.

John 6:16—21 //Acts 10:34—35
God of my nation

Perhaps it’s not a big issue in the UK, but I'm nervous
whenever people start talking about the uniqueness of
their nation in the eyes of God. It's good to he grateful
for and celebrate the blessings of God on any nation.
But that can too easily lead to arrogance and pride. And
| believe that we Christians should be hesitant patriots
— human governments are flawed, whoever is in power.
There may come a time when we have to make a choice
between being good citizens of an earthly nation or
faithful citizens of the kingdom of God — as Daniel and
his friends famously demonstrated (Dan. 3:1—18).

And we are the kingdom people, who are more
concerned about the kingdom of God than any national
identity. Part of the crowd’s appeal to Jesus was in
reference to their national history and identity: Our
forefathers ate the manna in the desert; as it is written:
“He gave them bread from heaven to eat” (John 6:31).
Letting God define our political commitments is one thing
— letting our political commitments define God is
another. Beware of patriotism that turns into proud
nationalism. And don’t fall into the trap that, because
national leaders say that something is right, slavish
obedience is required. They can be very wrong.

Challenge: Who drives your political and
nationalistic views? Where does God fit in?
