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Update from John Swindell
Hi Folks

Just thought | would send out a general update and to
thank you all for your prayers and support. | am not sure
how much info has reached you through the grapevine
so | will give a recap;

On the 29th of May | had a rather funny turn and my
heart went into a condition known as ventricular
tachycardia (VT) where in my case it was beating at 260
bpm. Needless to say | was whisked off to the hospital
with lights and music care off the emergency services.

To cut a long story short | was kept in the cardio ward for
11 days, even though my heart rate eventually came
back to normal and | felt perfectly OK. The reason for my
incarceration was because if it happened again, and |
could not be attended to by the Emergency Services, it
could well be fatal.

The consultant knew that the VT would be caused by
illegitimate electrical pulses being generated in my right
ventricle but the question was why? So after various
tests, Angiogram, MRI scan of the heart,
Electrophysiological testing (don't ask), ultra sound and
a whole raft of ECG tests, the conclusion is that | have
ARVC ( Arrhythmongenic Right Ventricular
Cardiomyopathy) which is the second most common
cause of unexpected death in the young?

ARVCT is a genetic problem where cells in the right
Ventricular muscle are affected and it these cells that
can cause the random electrical pulses. Note that this is
nothing to do with stress, overwork or a decadent life
style.

So having diagnosed the problem and cause | have
been fitted with an Implantable Cardioverter Defibrillator
(a £20,000 gadget even more tech than the iPad) under
my skin and wired into my heart. This is predominately a
passive device that monitors my heart rate and should it
go into a VT rhythm when it reaches 200 bpm it will send
an electric shock across the heart to bring it back into
alignment.

The Future:

Apart from the next few weeks where | am not allowed to
raise my left arm above my head for fear of dislodging
the wires from my heart, my life style will be as normal
except for the fact that | am not allowed to drive for 6
months. Therefore | will have to make some adjustments
to how I carry out my various appointments but that is all
manageable.

This week | am working from home, trying to catch up
and on Tuesday/Wednesday | am taking Kay away for a
short break as you can imagine this has been quiet
emotionally draining for her plus we should have been
on 2 weeks Holiday in the USA instead of QAH.

So again thanks for your prayers and support and | will
see you as planned.

AREN'T you tired of talkin
never seeing it in action?
carry out the Great Commission without offering proof
that the Kingdom works? We tell people how great the
product is, but seldom demonstrate or prove it.

We have improperly defined how the Kingdom of God
operates, missing the bulk of what Jesus taught. Some
teach that the Kingdom of God is for the distant future or
the past, not here and now. Some consign all the
promises of God in the Bible to the millennium or to
eternity because the accep
going to barely make Heaven. But Jesus taught and
demonstrated that the Kingdom of God is a present-
tense reality—it exists now in the invisible realm and is
superior to everything in the visible realm. In the same
way that Jesus is fully God and fully man, so the
Kingdom is fully now and fully then. He spent His
ministry showing us how to bring Kingdom power to bear
on the works of the devil. Our ministry should do the
same. We c acomntissidned, relyind dn our
ministry gifts to carry out the Great Commission. We
can’'t afford to work apart
intervention of Kingdom reality. Our assignment has
never been about what we can do for God, but what can
God do through us. That is the essence of the gospel: to
do exactly what Jesus did and destroy the works of the
devil.

That is normal Christianity. Miracles are normal.
Salvation and deliverance are normal. Revelation,
prophetic insight, and words of knowledge are normal.
But to return to that original mission, we must radically
change the way we think, We must repent and renew
our minds.
