Archbishop John Sentamu calls for 
end to 'spin' 

Dr John 
Sentamu 
addressed the 
Church of 
England's 
general synod 

The Archbishop 
of York has 
appealed for an 
end to "spin and 
propaganda" 

against the Archbishop of Canterbury. 

Dr John Sentamu told the general synod of the Church 
of England "enough is enough" over the "general 
disregard for truth" about Dr Rowan Williams. 

His comments came as the Church's governing body 
prepared for a difficult series of debates on women 
bishops. 

Dr Williams and Dr Sentamu are trying to stop a split 
over the issue which divides liberals and traditionalists. 

Business ethics  

Dr Sentamu said: "It deeply saddens me that there is not 
only a general disregard for the truth, but a rapacious 
appetite for 'carelessness' compounded by spin, 
propaganda and the resort to misleading opinions 
paraded as fact, regarding a remarkable, gifted and 
much-maligned Christian leader I call a dear friend and 
trusted colleague - one Rowan Williams." 

The two most senior figures in the Church will urge 
synod members to support a last-ditch compromise deal 
aimed at avoiding a split over the introduction of women 
bishops. 

Dr Williams is also under pressure after the Crown 
Nominations Commission blocked the appointment of 
the openly gay Dean of St Albans, the Very Rev Jeffrey 
John, as the new Bishop of Southwark. 

In his address to the synod, Dr Sentamu also spoke 
about business and commerce, and the importance of 
ethics. 

"We need the pursuit not of profit, but of economic 
justice on a global scale, for this is the key to solving so 
many of our political and social problems," he said. 

"And our own local business ethics, as with our 
individual personal ethics, are a vital contributory aspect 
of this whole picture. All will benefit from a truly ethical 
approach to every aspect of our life." 

Rejected proposal  

Dr Sentamu added that there was a "moral imperative" 
to reduce human suffering. 

"Wealth creation is a good thing, but with a spiritual 
health warning. Obsession with wealth becomes an evil - 
and it is not to be an end in itself, but rather a by-product 
of good and purposeful work," he said. 

Meanwhile, the general synod later voted against an 
amendment that proposed three new dioceses to cater 
for objectors to women bishops. 

Also proposed in the rejected amendment was the idea 
that male bishops appointed to minister in these 
dioceses would declare that they would not participate in 
the consecration of a woman bishop or priest.

BOOK QUOTE: The Supernatural Power [Chapter 4] 

To understand, we must obey revelations and put them 
into practice. As an example, letôs say I speak to my 
church about caring for the poor. People may be moved 
in their emotions. But if they donôt do something practical 
within the next two to three weeksðperhaps finding a 
poor family to help out, or volunteering at a soup 
kitchenðthen that word is open to be taken from the 
heart, where it has the place to transform their lives. 
Revelation takes us only halfway there; experience 
leads us all the way. The great tragedy is that if you 
donôt move into experience, that revelation remains 
locked in your mind so you think itôs active in your life. 
The next time you hear a message about helping the 
poor you might say, ñAmen. The other people in this 
room need to hear that:ô even though you have done 
nothing to help the poor. Hearing without doing has 
locked you into a form without power. 

There are great audiences, great crowds of people, 
great denominations and movements that would fight to 
the death to defend divine healing, or prophecy, or many 
other practices, but they never see those things happen. 
They think, ñI understand the concept. I agree that it 
happens. If itôs Godôs will, He knows my address and He 
can give me that grace:ô They have the revelation. but 
canôt point to any proof of its validity in their personal 
experience. They canôt show anyone how to do it. Their 
mental concept insulates them from the conviction that 
anything more needs to happen. They develop 
anaesthesia that deadens their sensitivity to personal 
transformation. They are robbed of experience and can 
only recite back principles. It is pure religion, form 
without power.
