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General Assembly 2010 News round-up

M Friday 2 July

General Assembly opens with double induction
At 3.30pm on Friday aftemoon the Revd John Marsh constituted
General Assembly 2010. Around 500 people were gathered at
Loughborough University to celebrate the life of their denomination
and fulfill their formal role as the governing body of the URC.

The Revd John Marsh, moderator 2008-2010, constituted the
Assembly just after the dodk struck the half hour, and then moved
on to the induction of the two new moderators of General Assembly,

This is the first time the URC General Assembly has had two
moderators — one minister and one elder - as joint post holders. In
inducting two women to share this senior role, the URC has made
history. The denomination has a long history of recognising both
the lay and the ordained ministry of women and, in many ways, the
induction of Kirsty and Val is a natural step on the path the URC has
been following for decades.

The Revd John Marsh then shared his reflections on his

Assembly also learned of the award won by 16 year-old
Adam Hawker for outstanding commitment to his PILOTs
company, which was presented at Warwick Castle.

Loretta Minghella inspires
General Assembly with
passion and commitment

Loretta Minghella, newly appointed
director of Christian Aid, delivered
an inspiring speech to Assembly,
moving and motivating all in the
hall. She related a little of the
personal and professional journey
that had led her to her new role, and
of the work that she and Christian
Aid are committed to. Talking about
her first three months in post Ms
Minghella said:“l wasn't expecting
the overwhelming passion and
energy inside the organisation,

the number of talented people
committed, like so many of you, to
the eradication of poverty.”

Ms Minghella also spoke about
the URCs Commitment for Life
programme, praising the work it
funds and the difference it makes,
and thanking all the churches that
were part of it:“You need to know
how much it means to us,”she said,
adding: “The URCis Christian Aid's
single biggest church donor.”

She conduded by saying:
“Together we can be extraordinary,
let’s be the good news for peace and
justice in a better world.’
